The unit is in the program or the shuffle
mode.

Press CONTINUE.

Play begins only by turning on the power.

A disc is in the tray.

The remote commander does not operate
the unit.

The batteries are run down.

Replace both batteries.

The remote commander is not pointed at
the remote sensor.

Point the remote commander at the sensor.

There is an obstacle between the remote
commander and the unit.

Remove the obstacle.

The remote commander is too far from the
unit.

Move closer.

No operation is possible.

The internal control program may not run.

Turn off the power and turn it on again.
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
