How to use the drawing tool
holder

Tie the drawing tool to the rear of
the unit.




You can draw lines of two thicknesses.
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1 setthe power switch to ON.

: -. The demonstration drawing starts. It shows you what you can do with this unit.
*To interrupt the demonstration, touch the sketch pad with the drawing tool.
*To clear the demonstration screen, press CLEAR with the drawing tool.

* You can draw on the demonstration screen without clearing it.

2 Select the line thickness.
* To draw a thin line, press (3) (pencil) with the drawing tool.
* To draw a thick line, press ®) (bold pencil).

3 Select the color by pressing one of the colors on the color palette
with the drawing tool.

4 Touch the sketch pad with the drawing tool.
R\ appears on the TV screen while the drawing tool is touching the pad.
*®S will disappear if the drawing tool is removed from the pad.
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5 Press and hold either of the control button and start drawing on
the sketch pad with the drawing tool.
*Be sure to hold down either of the control button while drawing, or the line
you draw will not appear on the TV screen.
*You cannot draw on the margin of the sketch pad.

6 Repeat steps 4 and 5 to make a sketch.

If you move the drawing
the buzzer will beep. To turn off the tool too quickly, the line will not follow
buzzer, touch the sketch pad with the the movement of the drawing tool
drawing tool or set the power switch to correctly.

Painting

You can paint an area enclosed within lines in your desired color and pattern.

1 Press (&) (paint brush) with the drawing tool.
&1 and the patterns appear on the TV screen.

2 select the color by pressing on the color palette with the drawing
tool.

3 Select the pattern by moving [} to the desired pattern with the
drawing tool.

4 Press either of the control button.
> appears on the TV screen.

5 Move > with the drawing tool to where you want to paint.

6 Press either of the control button.
You can keep on painting as long as you keep on drawing on the pad.

If there is a break in the line, the color will
not be contained within the area intended
to be colored.

Painting starts at the top of the brush.



Stamping

94 kinds of stamps are available (see “Available Stamp Patterns”).
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1 Press (:9(alphabet stamp), (7)(small stamp), or @(big stamp) with
" the drawing tool.

{‘D and the stamps appear on the TV screen.

* Each time you press @)(big stamp), two sets of five stamps alternate on the TV
screen.

* Each time you press (As)(alphabet stamp), two sets of alphabet stamps (capital
and lower letters) alternate on the TV screen.

2 Select the color by pressing on the color palette.

3 Select the stamp by moving {y to the desired stamp with the
drawing tool.
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4 Press either of the control button.
The stamp you chose appears on the TV screen.

5 Move the stamp to where you want it to appear and press either
of the control button.

The stamp appears where you moved it.

6 To choose other stamps, repeat steps 1 through 5.

To copy a stamp To enlarge a stamp
Repeat step 5 of “Stamping” (see Press (@ (stamp zoom) right after step
above). 4 of “Stamping” (see above).

Stamp zoom function will be
released if you press (@) (stamp zoom)
again.




Erasing a Sketch

1 press @)(eraser) with the drawing tool.
(W8 appears on the TV screen.

2 With the drawing tool, move (8 to where you want to erase.

3 While holding down either of the control button, move (I to
erase the sketch.

Erasing the Entire Screen

Press CLEAR.




Undoing an Action

You can undo (cancel) the last operation including drawing, painting, stamping,

clearing, and undoing. If you unintentionally erase a sketch, you can call it back
with this function.

Press G)UNDO.

Making a Sketch with Sound

The unit makes a sound according to the kind of movement made by the

drawing tool. To turn off the sound, press ()SOUND. Each time you press
(®SOUND, the sound goes on and off.
