OWNER’S RECORD

The model and serial numbers are located at the rear. Record the
serial number in the space provided below. Refer to them whenever
you call upon your Sony dealer regarding this product.
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WARNING

To prevent fire or shock hazard, do not expose
the set to rain or moisture.

Dangerously high voltages are present inside
the set. Do not open the cabinet. Refer servic-
ing to qualified personnel only.

CAUTION

TO PREVENT ELECTRIC SHOCK, DO NOT USE THIS POLARIZED
AC PLUG WITH AN EXTENSION CORD, RECEPTACLE OR OTHER
OUTLET UNLESS THE BLADES CAN BE FULLY INSERTED TO PRE-
VENT BLADE EXPOSURE.

PRECAUTIONS

® Operate the set only on 120 V AC.

® One blade of the plug is wider than the other for the purpose of
safety and will fit into the power outlet only one way. If you are
unable to insert the ptug fully into the outlet, contact your dealer.
® Should any liquid or solid object fall into the cabinet, unplug the
set and have it checked by qualified personnel before operating it
any further.

® Unplug the set from the wall outlet if it is not going to be used for
several days or more. To disconnect the cord, pull it out by the plug.
Never pull the cord itself.

Installation

® To prevent internal heat build-up, do not block the ventilation
openings.

® Do not install the set in a hot or humid place or in a place subject
to excessive dust or mechanical vibration.

Repacking

Retain the original carton and packing materials for safe transport
of this set in the future.

Clean the set with a slightly damp soft cloth. Use a mild household
detergent. Never use strong solvents such as thinner or benzine as
they might damage the finish of the cabinet.

To clean the screen, slide the latches on the upper right- and left-
hand corner of the glass toward the center and remove the front
glass from the bottom hooks on the set. Be careful when removing
the glass as it is heavy.

To attach the screen, stabilize the bottom of the glass behind the
bottom hooks on the set, then lock with the latches.

Use of this television receiver for other than private viewing of pro-
grams broadcast on UHF or VHF or transmitted by cable com-
panies for the use of the general public may require authorization
from the broadcaster/cable company and/or program owner.

® Be sure that there are no obstructions between the Commander
and the TV.

Prepafation

Set NORMAL/CATYV selector to:
NORMAL for normal VHF and UHF programs.

1 Press POWER to turn on the TV.

The channel number will be displayed on the screen and the SLEEP

lamp will light up for several seconds.

2 Select channels in one of the following two ways.

@ Press the numeral(s) of the channel and then press ENTER.
Ex. To select channe! 6, press 6 and then ENTER.

To select channel 125, press 1, 2, 5 and then ENTER.

If you pressed a wrong numeral, wait for a few seconds and it
will disappear. Then try again.

® Press CH “+" for higher-numbered channels and *“-" for
lower-numbered channels. Preset channels will appear in se-
quence. (For presetting desired channels, see “PRESETTING
CHANNELS".

The channel display will remain on the screen for a few seconds. To
keep the display on the screen, press DISPLAY.

3 Adjust volume and picture to your preference, if necessary.
Press VOL “+" to increase volume, or ‘="' to decrease it. Press PIC-
TURE ““+” to increase picture contrast, or “—" to decrease it.

To mute the sound immediately, press MUTING. The “MUTING"

display will appear on the screen. Press it again to restore the
sound.

To turn off the set, press POWER again.

To have the set turn off automatically after one hour, press SLEEP.
The “SLEEP” display will appear on the screen a few seconds and
the SLEEP lamp on the TV will remain lit for one hour.

PICTURE ADJUSTMENTS

Satisfactory results will usually be obtained with the controls set at
the normal center or center detent position. If any adjustments are
necessary, turn the controls as follows.

ADDING CHANNELS

1 Select the channel to be added by pressing the channe! number
buttons and then ENTER.
2. Press ADD.
A “+" indication wilt appear on the left of the channel display
on the screen, indicating that the channel has been included in
the proper numerical sequence when you press CHANNEL +/—.
Repeat steps 1 and 2 for other channels to be added.

ERASING CHANNELS

1. Select the channel to be erased.

2. Press ERASE.
A “="indication wiil appear on the left of the channel display
on the screen, indicating that the channel has been erased.
When CHANNEL +/- is pressed, you witl see that the channel
is skipped over in the numerical sequence.

Repeat steps 1 and 2 for other channels to be erased. To add

erased channels again, follow the steps in “ADDING CHANNELS".

Note

You cannot erase a VHF or UHF channel from the memory and re-
tain the cable TV channe! which has the same number, or vice ver-
sa. If either a VHF/UHF channel or a cable TV channel with the
same number is to be kept in the memory, do not erase the number.



HIT (RF) CONNECTOR USAGE

Notes

® Keep the VCR away from the TV, if the display or sound is af-
fected.

® |f the microcomputer has been placed on or too close to the TV
set, noise will appear on the screen. Keep the microcomputer an
appropriate distance away so that the picture appears clear.

® The connection of a microcomputer sometimes causes distorted
and noisy pictures. in this case, readjust the controls located in the
front panel. When you go back to watching a TV program, readjust
the controls again.

® The picture quality obtained by connection to the Hit (RF) con-
nector on the front of the TV and to the antenna terminal on the
back is almost the same.

® While watching the TV, when the RF output of equipment con-
nected to the Hit (RF) connectoris too close to TV broadcasting fre-
quencies, interference will occur. In this case, readjust the output
frequency of the equipment.

Hit(RF) button

—What is the Hit (RF) connector?
“Hit" is an abbreviation of Home Interface Terminal.
Hit (RF) connector is an auxiliary RF input {(F-type) which may
be used for easy connection of a home video game, a portable
VCR or a microcomputer. To view the picture generated by the

connected equipment, simply press the Hit (RF) button. You TO SET THE HIT CHANNEL
can enjoy the TV set as a display terminal for the connected
equipment.

The Hit (RF) connector is available for equipment that can deliver
an RF signal between VHF channels 2 through 6.

The first time the Hit (RF) button is pressed, VHF channel 3 is
memorized to be selected.

If the output channel of the equipment to be connected is not chan-
nel 3, add its own output channel following the instructions in “*AD-
DING CHANNELS" on page 5.

—Caution -
Unplug the TV and other equipment from the wall outlet before
making the connections.
