Positioning

Stop and take a look at your room. Before unpacking
your MXT system, you'll want to know where
everything will be placed. Look at the diagram below,
and position your furniture so that you will be able to
sit in front of the TV. The TV stand should have
enough room on either side to accommodate your
MXT System.

A rough rule of thumb is to position the speakers
relative to the seating position so that a triangle is
formed. Best viewing and listening is achieved directly
in front of the TV. The rear speakers should be placed
along the rear walls. :
