Notes on cannection

+ Connect the AC power cord last. Make sure that the power of an amplifier is tumed off.

* Cord plugs and jacks are color coded. Red plugs and jacks are for right channel (R) and
white ones for the left channel (L). And also, red plugs and jacks are for REAR terminal
and white ones for CENTER terminal. Black plugs and jacks are for SUPER WOOFER
terminal.

« The cable connectors should be fully inserted into the jacks. A loose connection may
cause hum and noise.

« Keep speaker cords, connecting cords and power cords away from the AM loop antenna
and the tuner's antenna lead-in to avoid possible noise pickup.

» The + and ~ speaker cords should be correctly connected to the + and - terminals of the
super woofer respectively to avoid damaging to each unit.
