Precautions

On operation

¢ Operate the unit on 3 V DC.

For AC operation or car battery operation, use accessories
recommended for the unit.

* Avoid exposure to temperature extremes, direct sunlight,
moisture, sand, dust, or mechanical shock.

Never leave it in a car parked in the sun.

* It the unit has not been used for a long time, set it in the
playback mode to warm it up for a few minutes before
inserting a cassette.

* Should any solid object or liquid fall into the unit, remove
the batteries and disconnect the AC power adaptor, and
have the unit checked by qualified personnel before
operating it any further.

* Since a strong magnet is used for the speaker, keep
personal credit cards using magnetic coding or spring-
wound watches away from the unit to prevent possible
damage from the magnet.

Note on cassettes longer than 90 minutes
The use of cassettes longer than 90 minutes is not recom-
mended except for long continuous recording or playback.

Maintenance

Cleaning the heads

Prolonged use may contaminate the tape heads and the tape
path. Contamination causes insufficient recording or decreased
or unclear sound in playback.

To enjoy optimum sound, wipe the heads, capstans and
pinch rollers with a cotton swab moistened with alcohol after
every 10 hours of use.
