Precautions

* Do not open the casing. Refer servicing to qualified personnel only.

¢ Operate the unit only on 120V AC. 60 Hz, or 6V DC, with four size C (R14)
batteries.

For AC operation, use the supplied AC power cord. Do not use any other type.
Disconnect the AC power cord from the wall outlet when the unit is not to be
used for an extended period of time. To disconnect the cord, pult it out by
grasping the plug. Never pull the cord itself.

When the internal batteries are not to be used, remove them to avoid damage
caused by battery leakage and corrosion.

Do not leave the unit in a focation near heat sources, or in a place subject to
direct sunlight, excessive dust, mechanical vibration, or shock, or in a car with
its windows closed.

Maintenance

Cleaning the Heads and the Tape Path

Prolonged use may contaminate the tape heads and the tape path.
Contamination causes insufficient recording or sound drop-outs in playback.
Clean the tape heads and the tape path after every 10 hours of use to enjoy
optimum sound. Moisten a cotton swab or a soft cloth with alcohol, and gently
wipe the parts shown in the illustration.
